Furthermore, bidders shall be aware of the provision stated in Sub-

In pursuance of the policy defined in ITB Sub-Clause 3.1, the
purchaser will cancel the Contract for Goods or works if it at any time
determines that corrupt or fraudulent or collusive or coercive practices
were engaged during the procurement or the execution of the Contract.

Any debarment/blacklisting by MOH&FW, GOI, or any other
Central Govt. Department or State Government which is still
effective on the date of opening of bid will make the bidder
ineligible to participate in that bidding process. A debarment/
blacklisting by other agencies will not be considered.

The bidder and the manufacturer whose product is offered by the
bidder will submit an undertaking to above effect.

If it is found after issue of contract that the supplier has concealed
the information of debarment/blacklisting as mentioned above then
the contract is liable to be terminated and suitable action will be
taken as per the terms of the contract.

per week or part thereof of the delivered price of the delayed Goods
or unperformed Services for each week or part thereof of delay until
actual delivery or performance, up to a maximum deduction of the
10 percent of the value of delayed Goods. Once the maximum is
reached, the Purchaser may consider termination of the contract
pursuant to GCC Clause 23.

The Purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of
Contract, by written notice of default sent to the Supplier, may
terminate the Contract in whole or in part:

(a) if the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the Goods within
the period(s) specified in the contract, or within any extension
thereof granted by the Purchaser pursuant to GCC Clause 21;
or/and

(b) if the Goods do not meet the Technical Specifications stated
in the Contract; or/and

(c) if the Supplier, in the judgment of the Purchaser, has engaged
in corrupt or fraudulent or collusive or coercive practices in
competing for or in executing the Contract.

For the purpose of this clause:

“corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or
soliciting of any thing of value to influence the action of a public
official in the procurement process or in Contract execution.

“fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to
influence a procurement process or the execution of a Contract to
the detriment of the Purchaser, and includes collusive practice
among Bidders (prior to or after bid submission) designed to
establish bid prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to
deprive the Purchaser of the benefits of free and open competition.

(d) if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under
the Contract.

In the event the Purchaser terminates the Contract in whole or in
part, pursuant to GCC Clause 23.1, the Purchaser may procure,
upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate,
Goods or Services similar to those undelivered, and the Supplier
shall be liable to the Purchaser for any excess costs for such
similar Goods or Services. However, the Supplier shall continue
performance of the Contract to the extent not terminated.

Notwithstanding the provisions of GCC Clauses 21, 22, and 23, the
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26.1
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Supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance
security, imposition of liquidated damages, or termination for
default if and to the extent that its delay in performance or other
failure to perform its obligations under the Contract is the result of
an event of Force Majeure.

For purposes of this clause, “Force Majeure” means an event
beyond the control of the Supplier and not involving the Supplier’s
fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include,
but are not restricted to, acts of the Purchaser in its sovereign
capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine
restrictions, and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly
notify the Purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause
thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the
Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the
Contract as far as is reasonably practical and shall seek all
reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the
Force Majeure event.

The Purchaser may at any time terminate the contract by giving
written notice to the Supplier if the Supplier becomes bankrupt or
otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will be without
compensation to the Supplier, provided that such termination will
not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy that has
accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.

The Purchaser, by written notice sent to the Supplier, may terminate
the contract, in whole or in part, at any time for its convenience.
The notice of termination shall specify that termination is for the
Purchaser’s convenience, the extent to which performance of the
Supplier under the Contract is terminated, and the date upon which
such termination becomes effective.

The Goods that are complete and ready for shipment within thirty
(30) days after the Supplier’s receipt of notice of termination shall
be accepted by the Purchaser at the Contract terms and prices. For
the remaining Goods, the Purchaser may elect:

If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever shall arise
between the Purchaser and the Supplier in connection with or
arising out of the Contract, the parties shall make every effort to
resolve amicably such dispute or difference by mutual
consultation.

If, after thirty (30) days, the parties have failed to resolve their
dispute or difference by such mutual consultation, then either the
Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice to the other party of
its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter provided, as
to the matter in dispute, and no arbitration in respect of this
matter may be commenced unless such notice is given.

Any dispute or difference in respect of which a notice of
intention to commence arbitration has been given in accordance
with this Clause shall be finally settled by arbitration.
Avrbitration may be commenced prior to or after delivery of the
Goods under the Contract.

Avrbitration proceedings shall be conducted in accordance with
the rules of procedure which are as follows:-.

In case of Dispute or difference arising between the Purchaser and
a domestic supplier relating to any matter arising out of or
connected with this agreement, such disputes or difference shall be
settled in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act,
1996. The arbitral tribunal shall consist of 3 arbitrators one each
to be appointed by the Purchaser and the Supplier. The third
Avrbitrator shall be chosen by the two Arbitrators so appointed by
the Parties and shall act as Presiding arbitrator. In case of failure of
the two arbitrators appointed by the parties to reach upon a
consensus within a period of 30 days from the appointment of the
arbitrator appointed subsequently, appointment of Presiding
Arbitrator shall be made in terms of clause 11 of chapter 111 of
The Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996.

The Arbitration and Conciliation Act of 1996 the rules herewith
and any statutory modification or re-enactment thereof shall apply
to arbitration proceedings

Where the value of the contract is Rs.10 million and below, the
disputes or differences arising shall be referred to the Sole
Avrbitrator. The Sole Arbitrator should be appointed by agreement
between the parties; failing such agreement, appointment shall be
made in terms of clause 11 of chapter 111 of The Arbitration
and Conciliation Act, 1996.

If one of the parties fails to appoint its arbitrator in pursuance of
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sub-clause (a) above, within 30 days after receipt of the notice of
the appointment of its arbitrator by the other party, then the
appointment of arbitrator shall be made in terms of clause 11
of chapter 111 of The Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996.
